murderer. Brock and Kolla, first met in the 
wonderful The Marx Sisters, investigate.

Black Seconds 
by Karin Fossum pbk rrp $32.95 Tempting price $12.95

Devastion by stealth. Fossum novels seem 
calm and slow, sometimes even dull – but 
beware still deep waters. I find Fossum 
heartbreaking (pain is good?).

AKA ‘The Tongue that Changes Itself’! 
Neal Karlen, writer for Newsweek and 
Rolling Stone, brings us a history of 
Yiddish – its purity, contamination and 
development – and with it comes the 
extraordinary history of Jewish people. 
Karlen’s story suggests the language 
bears the imprint of the many places 
where European Jews were briefly 
given shelter and how it incorporates 

antique German dialects and elements from over a dozen other 
tongues. It is an account of the adaptability of language, how 
it is blessed with the instinct of survival.

Going Dutch:  
How England Plundered Holland’s Glory 
by Lisa Jardine pbk $32.99 May Release

Did somebody  say  po lemic? ! 
Denouncing the traditional view that 
the rise of England as a world power 
took place at the expense of the Dutch, 
Jardine asserts instead that what is 
usually interpreted as the decline of 
the Dutch trading empire was in fact 
a ‘passing on’ of the baton to a Britain 
expanding in power and influence. 
Weaving together the lives of the great 

thinkers of the time, Jardine demonstrates how individuals 
such as Anton van Leeuwenhoek, Christiaan Huygens and 
Margaret Cavendish, usually depicted as instances of isolated 
genius, in fact evolved within a context of easy Anglo-
Dutch exchange that laid the groundwork for the European 
Enlightenment and the Scientific Revolution. Beautifully 
illustrated throughout, this is a fascinating history of big ideas 
and remarkable individuals.

The Idle Parent

On the back of How to be Idle and How to 
be Free comes this light, insightful book 
from Tom Hodgkinson on parenting.
